Please note: The Chautauqua Institution charges an age-specific gate fee during 
the 9-week summer season.  People 12 and under, as well as those 90 and over, 
DO NOT pay this fee.  The youth fee is for ages 13-17; the adult fee is for ages 18-
89. These are NOT included in the cost of housing.  In 2009 the adult weekly gate 
fee was $356.00; youth was $135.00 for the first child, and each additional youth 
ticket was $95.00.  The parking pass was $42.00 for the week.  Prices may increase

If you 
cancel after April 1, 2010, your full room fee will become a tax-deductible donation unless the 
room can be filled for that week.  All donations to UUFC, Inc., will be acknowledged in writing for 
tax purposes.
